Legislative Corner

This year is already shaping up to be a busy one in the legislative arena. We started the year off with our lobby day
on Wednesday February 4. This is our annual effort to meet all of our legislators in their office soon after the
legislative session has opened. All of the chapters of NC CBA sent a contingent of members to meet with the
legislators who represent their part of the state and Buncombe Co. was well represented.

Foremost on our list of issues we discussed is our helmet law modification bill. We now have two bills introduced -
House bill 142 and Senate bill 144. These bills are seeking to modify the North Carolina helmet law to allow persons
18 years old and older to choose whether or not they wear a helmet when riding a motorcycle.

We also took time to emphasize to our legislators the importance of continuing to fund drivers' education as a part of
the high school curriculum. A cut in state funding would likely require an increase in the charge per student which

could discourage or prevent more students from taking drivers' ed. This is a situation which can have disastrous

consequences in the years to come for all travelers on our state's highways, especially motorcyclists.

Our organization is also in the early stages of drafting legislation aimed at preventing discrimination of a person
based on the fact that he or she rides a motorcycle. We talked to our legislators about this as well.

Finally we discussed the use of the electronic signs over the Interstate highways to present motorcycle awareness
messages. Even though this is not a legislative issue, we have realized that legislators seem to have more influence
on the DOT officials than we do (they are the ones who decide how much money each department gets after all).
These are only a few of the issues affecting motorcyclists that we will be watching in the months ahead so please feel
free to join us in our fight for your rights. See you at the next meeting.
